computation - fractions


Students need to:


Read, write and represent fractions or mixed numbers with denominators as factors of 24 using symbols, words or models


Represent mixed numbers on a number line using mixed numbers with denominators of 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 10


Compare and order no more than four fractions or mixed numbers with  denominators that are factors of 100 with or without using the symbols (<, >, =)


Identify the greatest common factor 


Identify a common multiple or the least common multiple


Add and subtract proper fractions or mixed numbers with denominators as factors of 24 and answers in simplest form


Use estimation to solve problems with fractions


Identify or determine equivalent forms of proper fractions


Compute 10, 20, 25, 50 and 100 percent of a number











Ways Parents Can Help





Look for fractions and mixed numbers in real life (i.e. recipes, rulers, measuring cups…)





Use measuring cups to help order fractions





Practice adding fractions and mixed numbers





Practice subtracting fractions and mixed numbers





Use sale ads, or solve while shopping the percent off of an item.





Key Vocabulary


denominator:  the quantity below the line in a fraction, it tells the number of equal parts into which the whole is divided


equivalent form: numbers or expressions that have the same value


estimation:  the process of finding a number close to an exact amount


factor:  the numbers or terms multiplied in an expression


improper fractions: a fraction whose numerator is great than or equal to its denominator


least common denominator: the smallest common multiple of the denominators of two or more fractions


mixed numbers: a number that has a whole number (not 0) and a fraction   i.e.  2 ½


multiple:  the product of a whole number and any other whole number


numerator:  the quantity above the line in a fraction, it tells the number of equal parts being used


percent: a special ratio that compares a number to 100 and uses the % sign (i.e.  ½ = 50%)


proper fraction: a fraction less than 1  - the numerator is less than the denominator


simplest form: a fraction in which the greatest common factor of the numerator and denominator is 1
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
