Have your child draw triangles and other shapes and measure the angles using a protractor.  





Use a protractor to measure the angles of plane figures around the house.     





Estimate the length of objects around the house and then use a ruler to measure the actual length of the object.





 Estimate the weight of household objects and then use a scale to measure the actual weight of the object.
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
