Ways Parents Can Help





Play a concentration game where you flip over three cards and have to find the fraction, decimal, and percent that match.


Look for real life examples of integers (temperature, football, debt, etc.)


Give your child a ratio and have them represent it with pictures.  


Once you fill up your gas tank, give them all of your information and have them find out how many miles per gallon you got.  Have them use ratios to solve this problem.


Create a giant number line on the sidewalk with positive and negative integers.  Give them an addition or subtraction problem to solve by walking on the number line.
